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Kitchen Table Idea Sparks an Innovative Solution

When traditional bat roosting boxes beneath the old Pigeon River bridge couldn’t
be incorporated into a new Interstate 40 design, resident engineer Kenny McCourt,
with a little inspiration from his daughter, reimagined the bridge’s retaining wall as a
built-in habitat for endangered bats.

What followed was a coordinated, multi-agency collaboration between NCDOT,
wildlife agencies and construction partners to create naturalized roosting spaces
directly into the new High Bridge. Within days of installation, bats — including an
endangered gray bat — began exploring their new home.

The creative design not only supports wildlife conservation but could serve as a
model for future projects across North Carolina and beyond.

NCDOT Refines Statewide EV Charging Plan

NCDOT officials are shifting their strategy to expand electric vehicle charging access
where it's needed most. With updated federal guidance providing more flexibility, NCDOT
plans to scale back new stations along already built-out interstate corridors and redirect
more of the state’s $109 million National Electric Vehicle Infrastructure (NEVI) funding to
rural communities, underserved areas and highways with limited coverage.

The department will move forward with 16 additional sites along alternative fuel corridors
while prioritizing new investments in areas with fewer existing chargers.

Arequest for proposals is expected in late March, giving private partners the opportunity
to help strengthen and expand North Carolina’s statewide EV charging network.
